Mayor Ryan Wood began the Board Meeting with a salute to the flag at 7:00 PM.
Department Comments

Mayor Wood said the new system is up and running with OCWA, he has a particulate reader that has
shown a decrease so we’re getting cleaner water.

Trustee Burgess had nothing.

Trustee Musumeci said he took a tour around the Village with Jim Lynch, they went to the waste water
treatment plant and the new pump station and it was very informative. Trustee Musumeci thanked Jim.
Trustee Sweet had nothing.

Chief Nerber said they’ve been very busy with car break-ins and a couple weeks ago they launched a
campaign to lock your cars and houses at 9:00pm and it seems to be going very well.

Administrator Comments

Administrator Lynch said the new water system is up and running and we will not decommission the well
for a few weeks to make sure the bugs are all worked out. We are using fewer chemicals than anticipated
so it’s going well. The DPW has completed two sidewalks and they’ll work on a couple more next week
that are on the sidewalk program. Lynch would propose doing the sidewalk from Davis St. down to Nice
N Easy, it’s a well-traveled sidewalk, kids walking to and from school. Currently Oswego County DOT is
fixing the drainage problems and will then pave right up to 57A. We have an improvement fund also
CHIPS money in the budget. He’d like to use that money to do 912 linear feet of sidewalk and has
received quotes on doing the work, also they’ll pave Bridge from Lock to Elm St. and Elm Street from
dead end up to Lock Street. Motion to approve the work was made by Trustee Sweet, seconded by
Trustee Musumeci. All ayes.

Administrator Lynch said he had the privilege to accept an award on behalf of Chief Marty Nerber for the
State of New York Police Juvenile Officers Association for Youth Officer of the year 2017.

Attorney Comments

Attorney Primo said that the Village should consider charging a fee for political parties utilizing the Sweet
Memorial Building for meetings.



Attorney Primo spoke about the franchise cable agreement and will have the administrator speak to a
representative at the Conference of Mayors meeting next week.

Primo spoke about the water agreement with Byrne and Three Rivers. Three Rivers wants to have a
master meter put in now and is reviewing it with the Administrator.

Primo asked the board to ratify the OCWA contract that was read by board poll taken on August 22, 2017.
Motion to approve was made by Trustee Musumeci, seconded by Trustee Sweet. All ayes.

Abstract

Mayor Ryan Wood asked if anyone has any questions or concerns regarding Abstract #13 dated
September 4, 2017 in the amount of $140,802.68. Trustee Musumeci made the motion to approve,
general fund vouchers 380-428; water fund vouchers 381-427; sewer fund vouchers 381-427; capital
water/sewer voucher 392,413; library fund vouchers 76-85 and trust and agency fund vouchers 89-99,
seconded by Trustee Sweet. All ayes.

Motion was made by Trustee Burgess, seconded by Trustee Sweet to continue participation in the
Stormwater Coalition for another year. All ayes.

Old Business

Mayor Wood asked if anyone had any questions or concerns with the meeting minutes of
August 15, 2017. Motion was made by Trustee Burgess, seconded by Trustee Sweet. All ayes.

New Business

Administrator Lynch said on Saturday, September 9" there will be a 5K walk and run presented by
Phoenix Martial Arts and Phoenix Rising starting at 10:00am. Proceeds are going to Clearpath to help
local veterans.

Mayor Wood said the homecoming parade will be Thursday, September 21* at 6:00pm with the bonfire at
8:00pm. Trustee Burgess said the football game will be at 4:30pm on Friday, September 22" and a
chicken BBQ on Saturday, September 23" hosted by the cheerleaders.

Chief Nerber said the September 11th ceremony next Monday will include a bag piper and he spoke with
the fire department and they’re trying to organize more fire departments to join in this year. Also Phoenix
Rising is hosting comedy night again on October 21* and November 11",

Motion to go into executive session at 7:43pm was made by Trustee Sweet, seconded Trustee Musumeci.
All ayes. Motion to close executive session at 8:12pm was made by Trustee Sweet, seconded by Trustee
Musumeci. All ayes. Motion to open regular session at 8:12pm was made by Trustee Burgess, seconded
by Trustee Sweet. All ayes.

Attorney Primo stated in order to resolve a potential litigation by Jeff Kline and whoever else for water
rights from the Village regarding the old Kline well and Foster well closure which is pending, the Village
is authorizing payment of up to one half of the cost of a new well not to exceed $3,500, however, that
provided that certain other rights and releases are assigned and transferred in connection with the
settlement as may be negotiated by the Attorney with assistance from the Village Administrator. Motion



to approve was made by Trustee Sweet, seconded by Trustee Musumeci. All ayes.
